You SHOULD Bring

T-Shirt - quick drying material, like Under Armour, is highly rec-
ommended. Cotton works on hotter days but if it’s chilly out,
you will be too!

Swimsuits - The summer temperatures on the river will range
from 75° to 100° during the day. A swimsuit will come in handy
for jumping in the river!

Sunglasses - We recommend a pair of sunglasses to protect your
eyes on the river. Be sure to have a good retainer to avoid your
favorite pair ending up at the bottom of the river!

Shoes - On the raft your feet will be wet most of the day. We
recommend sandals or water shoes with a secure heel, like Cha-
cos or Tevas!

Sunscreen - The sun will be out! Don’t make a great day bad, by
not protecting your skin!

Gratuity - Mountain River Outfitters prides itself on our outstand-

ing crew. While tipping is not required, it is customary. Typical
gratuity is 15%-20% of trip price. Your guides accept cash,
Venmo, or a check made out to them directly.
